1.          CAG unveils flaws in PMJAY scheme: From several registrations on same 

number to claims for treatment of dead (cnbctv18.com) Updated: August 9, 

2023 
  
A recent report by the Comptroller and Auditor General (CAG) has shed light on critical 

faults within the database of the Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana (PMJAY). Tabled 

in the Lok Sabha on Monday, the report said that nearly 7.5 lakh beneficiaries were 

linked with a single cellphone number — 9999999999 — in the Beneficiary 

Identification System (BIS) of the scheme. 
  
The BIS is a critical component of PMJAY, designed to prevent duplications and ensure 

that healthcare benefits reach those who are genuinely eligible. However, the presence 

of a significant number of beneficiaries linked to a single mobile number has put a 

spotlight on potential fraudulent activities and the misdirection of resources. 
  
With a single mobile number potentially representing multiple beneficiaries, the scope 

for misuse and diversion of funds becomes evident. Experts suggest that this flaw could 

be exploited to siphon off benefits meant for deserving individuals or even lead to 

inflated claims by unscrupulous entities. 
  
According to the report, errors were also noticed in beneficiary databases such as 

invalid names, unrealistic date of birth, duplicate PMJDY IDs, and unrealistic size of 

family in a household, among others. In several states, the CAG found a shortage of 

infrastructure, equipment, and doctors. 
  
The report also said that some of the empanelled hospitals neither fulfilled the minimum 

criteria of support system and infrastructure nor conformed to the quality standards 

prescribed under PMJAY guidelines. 
  
In 36 cases, two registrations were made against 18 Aadhaar numbers and in Tamil 

Nadu, 4,761 registrations were made against seven Aadhaar numbers. In six states and 

Union territories, ineligible households were found registered as PMJAY beneficiaries 

and had availed the benefits of the health scheme, the report revealed. 
  
Between 2017 and 2021, as many as 2,103 beneficiaries of the Centre’s social 

assistance schemes were given pensions even after they had died, according to The 

Print. 
  
National Health Authority released excess grants to Andhra Pradesh (Rs 8.37 crore) 

and Mizoram (Rs 10.86 crore) without considering the previous year's balances and 

upfront shares. Seven State Health Agencies (SHAs) diverted the grant of Rs 50.61 

crore from one head to another head. In 20 SHAs, administrative grants of Rs 98.98 

crore, Rs 128.13 crore and Rs 139.67 crore remained unspent at the close of 2018-19, 

2019-20 and 2020-21, respectively. 
  
Ten SHAs did not remit the interest of Rs 22.17 crore earned by them on unspent grants 

to NHA. Rs 458.19 crore was recoverable from the insurance companies in six states 
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and UTs. West Bengal withdrew from PMJAY in January 2019 but did not refund Rs 

31.28 crore to NHA, the report said. 
  
These revelations have prompted calls for an urgent review of the Beneficiary 

Identification System, along with enhanced security measures and improved data 

validation processes. The PMJAY scheme, which was launched with the noble aim of 

providing accessible healthcare to millions, must ensure that its foundational database 

is robust, secure, and accurately reflects the beneficiaries it serves. 
  
Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana or PMJAY is a component of Ayushman Bharat. 

This scheme was launched on September 23, 2018, in Ranchi, Jharkhand by Prime 

Minister Narendra Modi. 
  
  
Ayushman Bharat PMJAY is the largest health assurance scheme in the world which 

aims at providing a health cover of Rs 5 lakh per family per year for secondary and 

tertiary care hospitalisation to over 12 crore poor and vulnerable families 

(approximately 55 crore beneficiaries) that form the bottom 40 percent of the Indian 

population. The households included are based on the deprivation and occupational 

criteria of the Socio-Economic Caste Census 2011 (SECC 2011) for rural and urban 

areas, respectively, and state governments.

2.        Major Discrepancies in PMJAY Scheme from Fake Beneficiaries to Faulty 

Implementation: CAG Report (businessworld.in) Updated: August 9, 2023 
  
The report has revealed major discrepancies subsuming fake beneficiaries using 

the same IDs for multiple uses, unqualified hospitals empanelled under the 

PMJAY scheme, inconsistency in claim settlements and financial management and 

insufficient grievance redressal mechanisms across the country 
  
On Tuesday, the Comptroller and Auditor General of India tabled its 'Performance 

Audit of Ayushman Bharat-Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana' report in the 

parliament. The report has revealed major discrepancies subsuming fake beneficiaries 

using the same IDs for multiple uses, unqualified hospitals empanelled under the 

PMJAY scheme, inconsistency in claim settlements and financial management and 

insufficient grievance redressal mechanisms across the country.  
  
Launched in 2018 the Ayushman Bharat – Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana (AB-

PMJAY) scheme aims to provide health cover of Rs 5 lakh per family per year for 

secondary and tertiary care hospitalisation to over 10.74 crore families from poor and 

vulnerable section of the population, based on the deprivation and occupational criteria 

of the Socio-Economic Caste Census (SECC), 2011. 
  
The eligible beneficiaries are entitled under AB-PMJAY to cashless and paperless 

access to services at the empanelled hospitals. Although contrary to popular claims 

made by the Union Government the CAG report highlighted major disparities, the CAG 

report revealed that the registration of multiple beneficiaries against the same or invalid

mobile number ranging from 11 to 7,49,820 beneficiaries was noted in the Beneficiary 

Identification System (BIS).  
  
Further in 36 cases, two registrations were made against 18 Aadhaar numbers and in 

Tamil Nadu, 4761 registrations were made against seven Aadhaar numbers. 
  
"The match confidence score, which the online system of beneficiary registration, 

generates based on matching the documents of a beneficiary with the SECC list of 

eligible beneficiaries, has been rendered ineffective as applications for registration were 

approved or rejected irrespective of the match confidence score," the CAG report said.  
  
Data analysis revealed that a match confidence score was not applied during the 

approval and rejection process of the registration of a person. 
  
The report also revealed that ineligible households were found registered as PMJAY 

beneficiaries and had availed benefits of the Scheme. The expenditure on these 

ineligible beneficiaries ranged from Rs 0.12 lakh in Chandigarh, to Rs 22.44 crore in 

Tamil Nadu. 
  
Inefficient Hospitals Empaneled Under PMJAY 
  
The CAG report noted that several States andUTs had a shortage of infrastructure, 

equipment, doctors, etc and the available equipment was found non-functional. "Some 

of the Empanelled Health Care Providers (EHCPs) neither fulfilled minimum criteria 

of support system and infrastructure nor conformed to the quality standards and criteria 

prescribed under the Guidelines," the report pointed out.  
  
The report further found that mandatory compliance criteria relating to infrastructure, 

fire safety measures, Bio-medical waste management, Pollution Control and Hospital 

registration certificate were not fully followed. 
  
"Physical verification was not conducted by District Empanelment Committee (DEC) 

before empanelment in 163 EHCPs in Manipur (17), Tripura (103) and Uttarakhand 

(43)," the report revealed.  
  
Further, the report found many cases where beneficiaries are not being treated by the 

empanelled hospitals for certain specialities which are available to the general public.  
  
"In Jharkhand, two private EHCPs were not providing three specialities under the 

PMJAY, which were otherwise available for the general public. In Assam, 13 EHCPs 

were providing 4 to 80 per cent of available facilities to PMJAY beneficiaries," the 

report disclosed.  
  
The report noted that 126 EHCPs treated beneficiaries for non-empanelled specialities 

and in 647 empanelled hospitals no treatment was provided. In four States 13,963 

beneficiaries were charged for their treatment in empanelled EHCPs resulting in an 

increase in out-of-pocket expenditure of beneficiaries.  
  
Claim Settlement Mismatch 
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Many discrepancies such as invalid dates of admission, pre-authorisation, claim 

processing, and non-availability of certain crucial dates were noted in the report. 

Instances such as the date of surgery being after the date of discharge of the patient, 

invalid or null entries in the patient age column, the date of discharge being earlier than 

the admission date and allowing the pre-authorisation request of treatment of a 

beneficiary shown as ‘died’ in many cases were reported.   
  
Data analysis revealed that 39.57 lakh claims took more than the specified time of 12 

hours to approve pre-authorisation. While in four States, excess payments amounting 

to Rs 57.53 crore were made to the EHCPs.  
  
In several States and UTs revenue received from PMJAY was not utilised by 

government hospitals for the purpose defined under the scheme, the report found.  
  
"In Andhra Pradesh and Punjab, private hospitals were performing procedures reserved 

for public hospitals. In six States and UTs, there was a delay in the submission of claims 

by hospitals and payment was made to hospitals without any penalty and even 

inadmissible payments were also made to these hospitals," the CAG report said.  
  
Penalty amounting to Rs 12.32 crore from 100 hospitals was pending in nine States and 

UTs. State Health Authorities (SHAs) in Jammu & Kashmir and Ladakh failed to levy 

penalties amounting to Rs 20.93 crore and Rs 39.66 lakh respectively on the Insurer for 

non-performance of various activities.  
  
Irregular Financial Management 
  
SHAs furnished Utilisation Certificates (UCs) without audit and the signature of 

competent authority while also inflating UCs than the actual amount, CAG said.   
  
"18 SHAs furnished 212 Utilisation Certificates (UCs) amounting to Rs 4,115.35 crore 

without audited statements of accounts during 2018-21. Out of these 18 SHAs, seven 

SHAs furnished UCs without the signature of the competent authority. Six SHAs 

furnished to NHA, inflated Utilisation Certificates amounting to Rs 38.24 crore," the 

report noted. 
  
10 States did not remit the interest of Rs 22.17 crore earned by them on unspent grants 

to NHA. While Rs 458.19 crore was recoverable from the insurance companies in six 

States and UTs. The State of West Bengal withdrew from PMJAY in January 2019 but 

did not refund Rs 31.28 crore to NHA, the report found.  
  
Absent Grievance Redressal Systems 
  
The CAG report brought to light that out of 37,903 grievances, only 3,718 complaints 

(9.80 per cent) were redressed within turn - around-time while 33,100 complaints 

(87.33 per cent) were redressed beyond turn-around time. And 1,085 complaints were 

under process for redressal.  
  
In five States and UTs, District Implementing Units (DIUs) had not been formed by 

SHAs. In Tripura, DIUs have only been constituted in five Districts. While in 22 States 

and UTs, a shortage of manpower at various posts in SHAs and DIUs were noticed.  
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In Chhattisgarh and Manipur, District Grievance Redressal Committees (DGRCs) have 

not been constituted in some districts. In Jharkhand, DGRCs have been constituted with 

delay. In Ladakh and Madhya Pradesh, DGRCs were not constituted at all. 
  
"In six States/UTs, no meeting of DGRC was held while in three States, shortfalls in 

meetings of DGRC were 53 to 100 per cent," the report said.

3.         Nearly 7.5 lakh recipients of health insurance scheme linked to same phone 

number, shows CAG report (scroll.in) Updated: August 9, 2023 
  
At least 20 other cellphone numbers registered under the Ayushman Bharat-

Pradhan Mantri Jan Aarogya Yojana have 10,000 to 50,000 beneficiaries linked 

to them. 
  
Nearly 7.5 lakh beneficiaries of the Ayushman Bharat-Pradhan Mantri Jan Aarogya 

Yojana are registered under a single cellphone number – 9999999999, the Comptroller 

and Auditor General of India has flagged, The Indian Express reported on Wednesday. 
  
A performance audit report on the central government’s flagship scheme for health 

insurance for poor people was placed in the Lok Sabha on Monday. The linking of 

7,49,820 beneficiaries to a single cellphone number was not an isolated anomaly, the 

report showed. More than 1.39 lakh beneficiaries have been linked to the number 

8888888888, while over 96,000 have been linked to 9000000000. 
  
At least 20 other cellphone numbers have 10,000 to 50,000 beneficiaries linked to them, 

The Indian Express reported, citing the Comptroller and Auditor General. 
  
The report also pointed out that mobile numbers are important as those availing the 

scheme could use them if they lose their identification cards. 
  
The Comptroller and Auditor General of India said in its report that the National Health 

Authority has agreed to its observations and said that the irregularities will be taken 

care of after the Beneficiary Identification System 2.0 is launched for the health 

insurance scheme. 
  
“...The BIS 2.0 system has been configured so that more than a certain number of 

families cannot use the same mobile number,” the health authority has said, according 

to The Indian Express. “This shall arrest the prevalence of entering ‘random numbers’ 

which constitute the overwhelming cases of mobile number inconsistency.” 
  
‘Unrealistic family size’ 
The Comptroller and Auditor General also flagged that in thousands of cases, 

beneficiaries of the scheme have been shown to have unusually large families, The 

Indian Express reported.

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“...In 43,197 households, the size of the family was unrealistic, ranging from 11 to 201 

members” the report noted. ““Presence of such unrealistic members in a household in 

the BIS database indicates not only lack of essential validation controls in the 

beneficiary registration process, but also the possibility that beneficiaries are taking 

advantage of the lack of a clear definition of family in the guidelines.” 
  
In this case too, the National Health Authority has accepted the auditor’s observations. 

The authority said that it was developing a policy, which would not allow the database 

management system to add more than 15 members for any beneficiary family.

4.         CAG audit flags PMJAY ‘gaps’: Claims for treatment of the ‘dead’, several 

registrations on same Aadhaar (theprint.in) Updated: August 8, 2023 
  
The CAG conducted a performance audit of PMJAY from September 2018 to 

March 2021. The report on its findings was tabled in the Rajya Sabha Tuesday. 
  
The same patient shown admitted in multiple hospitals during the same hospitalisation 

period, number of patients admitted in hospitals exceeding their declared bed strength, 

and fresh claims made for over 88,000 patients declared dead under earlier claims.  
  
These are some of the alleged irregularities the Comptroller and Auditor General 

(CAG) of India has found in the implementation of the Union government’s flagship 

health insurance scheme  Ayushman Bharat-Pradhan Mantri Jan Aarogya Yojana 

(PMJAY).  
  
The CAG conducted a performance audit of PMJAY from September 2018 to March 

2021. The report on its findings was tabled in the Rajya Sabha Tuesday.  
  
Launched in September 2018, the PMJAY aims to provide a health cover of Rs 5 lakh 

per household per year for secondary and tertiary care hospitalisation to over 10.7 crore 

families from the poor and vulnerable section of the population.  
  
The beneficiaries are decided based on the deprivation and occupational criteria of the 

Socioeconomic Caste Census (SECC) 2011.  
  
“Audit noted that the PMJAY scheme, an ambitious and well-intentioned programme 

to provide healthcare access to the most vulnerable sections in the country, has had a 

strong positive impact on the economically weaker sections of the society who need 

healthcare facilities,” says the report. 
  
However, it adds, the implementation of the scheme needs improvement in the light of 

the CAG’s findings.  
  
The issues highlighted in the report include concerns about beneficiary identification 

and registration.

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In the absence of adequate validation controls, errors were noticed in beneficiary 

databases such as invalid names, unrealistic date of birth, duplicate PMJDY IDs, and 

unrealistic size of family in a household, among others, it says. 
  
For example, the report notes that, in 36 cases, two registrations each were made against 

18 Aadhaar numbers. In Tamil Nadu, it adds, 4,761 registrations were made against 

seven Aadhaar numbers.  
  
In several states, the CAG found a shortage of infrastructure, equipment, and doctors.  
  
The report also says that some of the empanelled hospitals neither fulfilled minimum 

criteria of support system and infrastructure, nor conformed to the quality standards 

prescribed under PMJAY guidelines. 
  
ThePrint tried reaching Union Health Secretary Sudhansh Pant, who is also the chief 

executive officer of the National Health Authority that operates PMJAY, by calls for a 

comment on the findings, but a response was still awaited at the time of publishing this 

report.  
  
‘Dead’ patients received treatment again 
Data analysis of mortality cases by the CAG revealed that 88,760 patients were shown 

as having died during treatment specified under the scheme, but as many as 2,14,923 

claims were shown as paid for fresh treatment in respect of these patients.  
  
The maximum number of such cases were observed in Chhattisgarh, Haryana, 

Jharkhand, Kerala and Madhya Pradesh, the report says.  
  
The analysis also reportedly showed that the IT system did not prevent registration 

under the same name in multiple hospitals during the same period of hospitalisation.  
  
In 2,25,827 cases, even the simplest of validation rules were not documented properly, 

the report says. This, it adds, resulted in claims being paid even in cases where the date 

of surgery was found to be later than the patient’s discharge from hospital. 
  
Since the scheme was launched, 3.57 crore claims amounting to Rs 42,433.57 crore had 

been settled (as of November 2022), but the CAG’s data analysis found that 39.57 lakh 

claims took more than the specified 12-hour period for approval of preauthorisation, 

says the 168-page report. 
  
The audit report notes that, in January 2020 alone, there were 195 hospitals — 103 

private and 92 public hospitals — that admitted more beneficiaries than their declared 

bed strength.  
  
It calls out 12 hospitals in Jharkhand and one in Assam for allegedly indulging in 

various malpractices such as illegal collection of money from beneficiaries, repeated 

submission of the same photograph for multiple claims, and non-disclosure of facts. 
  
“However, follow-up action like recovery of the amount of money collected and 

imposition of penalty, action against errant medical and paramedical professionals, de-

empanelment of hospitals  had not been initiated,” the report says.   
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In eleven states, inadequate validation checks — such as admission before 

preauthorisation, transaction dating before the scheme’s inception, surgery dating after 

a patient’s discharge, payment prior to submission of claims, non-availability/invalid 

dates and other entries — were noted, it adds.   
  
The report also observes that delayed action in weeding out ineligible beneficiaries had 

resulted in ineligible people availing of benefits, and excess premium payment to 

insurance companies. 
  
In four states — Andhra Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Punjab and Tamil Nadu — the CAG 

report notes “excess payment” of Rs 57.53 crore to hospitals for claims under PMJAY.  
  
In many cases, the report says, private hospitals were paid for carrying out procedures 

that only public facilities can perform under PMJAY guidelines.  
  
Among the health packages under PMJAY, 124 procedures were reserved for treatment 

in government hospitals under Health Benefit Package (HBP) 1.0, and 180 under HBP 

2.0.  
  
Andhra Pradesh and Punjab were among the states where private hospitals were found 

to have performed the public-hospital-reserved procedures for claims under PMJAY.  
  
Another key finding from the audit is that a lack of speciality services in many states 

had forced beneficiaries to move to far-off places, which the CAG said causes hardship 

and inconvenience to them and may lead to out-of-pocket expenditure.  
  
“There is a strong need to upgrade the speciality services of empanelled hospitals so as 

to fulfil the objective of the scheme,” says the report.  
  
It also highlights instances where PMJAY beneficiaries had to pay out-of-pocket for 

treatment under the scheme. In Himachal Pradesh, for example, 50 beneficiaries of five 

hospitals had to manage their diagnostic tests from another hospital or diagnostic centre, 

and the cost was borne by the beneficiaries, the report notes.

5.          Ayushman Bharat: Patients shown as ‘dead’ getting treatment; 9.85 lakh 

AB-PMJAY beneficiaries linked to same mobile number, says CAG report 

(businesstoday.in) Updated: August 9, 2023 
  
The Comptroller and Auditor General of India (CAG) made scathing observations with 

regards to the Ayushman Bharat-Pradhan Mantri Jan Aarogya Yojana (AB-PMJAY) 

scheme in its recent report and mentioned that patients earlier shown as ‘died’ continued 

to avail treatment under the scheme. States that reported the maximum number of such 

cases are Chhattisgarh, Haryana, Jharkhand, Kerala and Madhya Pradesh. 
  
“Data analysis of mortality cases in TMS revealed that 88,760 patients died during 

treatment specified under the Scheme. A total of 2,14,923 claims shown as paid in the 

system, related to fresh treatment in respect of these patients. Audit further noted that

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in 3,903 of above claims amounting to ₹ 6.97 crore pertaining to 3,446 patients were 

paid to hospitals,” the report said. 
  
Further data analysis suggested that the same patient could get admission in multiple 

hospitals during the same period of hospitalisation. The report also noted that there was 

no mechanism to prevent any patient from getting admissions in different hospitals 

during the same period of hospitalisation. 
  
The National Health Authority (NHA) had acknowledged the issue in July 2020. The 

NHA said these cases arise in scenarios where a baby is born in one hospital and shifted 

for neo-natal care in another hospital using the PMJAY ID of the mother. In stark 

opposition to the NHA’s explanation, further data analysis by CAG found out that 

78,396 claims of 48,387 patients were initiated in the database wherein date of 

discharge of these patients for earlier treatment was later than admission date for 

another treatment of the same patient. 
  
These patients included 23,670 male patients. Such cases were more prevalent in 

Chhattisgarh, Gujarat, Kerala, Madhya Pradesh and Punjab. “Successful payment of 

such claims further indicates lapses on part of state health agencies (SHAs) in 

processing the claims without even verifying the requisite checks therein,” the report 

noted. 
  
The NHA, however, said in August last year that the issue was due to non-

synchronisation of date and time of computer, cases of neo-natal babies, recording of 

pre-authorization after the date of admission. 
  
The CAG report was tabled in the Parliament when MoS Health and Family Welfare 

SP Singh Baghel told the Rajya Sabha in a written reply that the government uses 

artificial intelligence (AI) and machine learning (ML) to detect suspicious transactions 

and potential frauds under the AB-PMJAY scheme. 
  
Baghel said that these technologies are used for prevention, detection and deterrence of 

healthcare frauds. He added the technologies are helpful in ensuring appropriate 

treatment to eligible beneficiaries. The minister informed the Upper House that total 

24.33 crore Ayushman Bharat cards have been created under the scheme as of August 

1, 2023. 
  
Other issues with the AB-PMJAY database 
  
On the irregularities in the registration and validation of beneficiaries, the CAG report 

further highlighted glaring faults in the Ayushman Bharat-Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya 

Yojana (AB-PMJAY) database. The report said that several beneficiaries have been 

registered against the same mobile number. Around 9.85 lakh people are registered 

against the number 3 whereas 7.49 lakh people are registered against the mobile number 

9999999999 as beneficiaries under the PM-JAY scheme. 
  
The other most used numbers for this purpose are 8888888888, 9000000000, 20, 1435, 

and 185397. “Data analysis of BIS database revealed that there were large numbers of 

beneficiaries registered against same or invalid mobile number. Overall 1119 to 
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7,49,820 beneficiaries were linked with a single mobile number in the BIS database,” 

the CAG report states. 
  
It also flagged several other faults in the database such as invalid names, duplicate 

health IDs, invalid entries in gender fields, unrealistic family sizes and unrealistic dates 

of birth. The report states that in 36 cases, two registrations were made against 18 

Aadhaar numbers and 4,761 registrations were made against seven Aadhaar numbers 

in Tamil Nadu. 
  
Negligence in following Ayushman Bharat-Pradhan Mantri Jan Aarogya Yojana (AB-

PMJAY) guidelines 
  
The report furthermore stated that several empanelled health care providers (EHCPs) 

under the AB-PMJAY scheme did not adhere to the prescribed quality standards and 

criteria, which are key to the safety and well-being of the beneficiaries in care and 

minimum conditions for empanelment. 
  
Some of these EHCPs had a shortage of doctors, infrastructure and equipment. Some 

of them neither fulfilled the minimum criteria of support system and infrastructure nor 

conformed to the quality standards and criteria prescribed under the PM-ABJAY 

guidelines. 
  
EHCPs in several states and union territories did not fully adhere to mandatory criteria 

related to infrastructure, fire safety measures, bio-medical waste management, and 

pollution control and hospital registration certificate. In some other EHCPs, fire safety 

certificates expired before empanelment.

6.        CAG Reports Several Data Gap and Errors in PMJAY's Health Scheme 

(outlookindia.com) Updated: August 9, 2023 
  
The CAG report released on August 8, noted several other discrepancies including 

the absence of adequate validation controls, errors were noticed in the beneficiary 

database i.e. invalid names, unrealistic date of birth, duplicate PMJAY IDs, 

unrealistic size of family members in a household etc. 
  
In its latest report, the Comptroller and Auditor General (CAG) of India alleged 

irregularities in the implementation of the Ayushman Bharat – Pradhan Mantri Jan 

Arogya Yojana (AB-PMJAY) health scheme, which aims to provide health cover of Rs 

5 lakh to over 10 crore families from the poor and vulnerable section of the population. 

The beneficiaries are decided based on the deprivation and occupational criteria of the 

Socioeconomic Caste Census (SECC) 2011.  
  
The report, Performance Audit of Ayushman Bharat, released on August 8, noted 

several other discrepancies including the absence of adequate validation controls, errors 

were noticed in the beneficiary database i.e. invalid names, unrealistic date of birth, 

duplicate PMJAY IDs, unrealistic size of family members in a household etc.

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The CAG conducted a performance audit of PMJAY from September 2018 to March 

2021. The report on its findings was tabled in the Rajya Sabha Tuesday.  
  
"In 36 cases, two registrations were made against 18 Aadhaar numbers and in Tamil 

Nadu, 4761 registrations were made against seven Aadhaar numbers. Registration of 

multiple beneficiaries against same or invalid mobile number ranging from 11 to 

7,49,820 beneficiaries were noted in the Beneficiary Identification System (BIS). In 

Jammu & Kashmir and Ladakh, during the period 2018 to 2021, 16865 and 335 

ineligible beneficiaries respectively were identified by the SHA after cleaning the 

SECC data...," the report states.  
  
The CAG report further noted that nearly 7.5 lakh beneficiaries were linked with a 

single cellphone number — 9999999999. Data analysis of the BIS database revealed 

that there were large numbers of beneficiaries registered against the same or invalid 

mobile number. Besides 7,49,820 beneficiaries linked with 9999999999, 1,39,300 

beneficiaries were linked to the phone number 8888888888; and 96,046 others linked 

to the number 9000000000. There were also at least 20 cellphone numbers to which 

between 10,001 and 50,000 beneficiaries were linked, as per the report. 
  
"Mobile numbers are significant for searching records related to any beneficiary in the 

database, who may approach the registration desk without the ID. In case of loss of e-

card, identification of the beneficiary may also become difficult. This may result in 

denial of Scheme benefits to eligible beneficiaries as well as denial of pre and post-

admission communication causing inconvenience to them," the report states.  
  
The audit also observed that delayed action in weeding out the ineligible beneficiaries 

resulted in ineligible persons availing benefits of the Scheme and excess payment of 

premiums to the insurance companies. These beneficiaries are government employees. 

However, data collected from various states revealed that government pensioners have 

been included in the scheme.  
  
The report observed that the "National Health Authority (NHA)  while accepting the 

audit observation, replied (August 2022) that it is developing an SOP for adherence by 

the States to ensure that any SECC 2011 beneficiary family found ineligible as per AB-

PMJAY criteria can be removed from the list of eligible individuals/families". 
  
Another key finding of the reports was the unrealistic household size for registered 

beneficiaries under PMJAY. “Data analysis revealed that in 43,197 households, the size 

of the family was unrealistic, ranging from 11 to 201 members…” the report noted. 

“Presence of such unrealistic members in a household in the BIS database indicates not 

only lack of essential validation controls in the beneficiary registration process, but also 

the possibility that beneficiaries are taking advantage of the lack of a clear definition of

7.         PMJAY registration: CAG reports 7.5 lakh recipients linked to single 

number (indianexpress.com) Written by Harikishan Sharma: Updated: August 

9, 2023 
  
In its audit report on Performance Audit of Ayushman Bharat, the CAG said that 

overall, 7,49,820 beneficiaries were linked with a single mobile number in the 

Beneficiary Identification System (BIS) of the scheme. 
  
Highlighting irregularities in registration and validation of beneficiaries under the 

Ayushman Bharat – Pradhan Mantri Jan Aarogya Yojana (PMJAY), the Comptroller 

and Auditor General of India (CAG) has revealed that nearly 7.5 lakh beneficiaries were 

linked with a single cellphone number — 9999999999. 
  
In its audit report on Performance Audit of Ayushman Bharat — PMJAY, tabled in Lok 

Sabha on Monday, the CAG said that overall, 7,49,820 beneficiaries were linked with 

a single mobile number in the Beneficiary Identification System (BIS) of the scheme. 
  
“Data analysis of the BIS database revealed that there were large numbers of 

beneficiaries registered against the same or invalid mobile number. Overall, 1119 to 

7,49,820 beneficiaries were linked with a single mobile number in the BIS database…,” 

the report states. 
  
Besides 7,49,820 beneficiaries linked with 9999999999, 1,39,300 beneficiaries were 

linked to the phone number 8888888888; and 96,046 others linked to the number 

9000000000. 
  
There were also at least 20 cellphone numbers to which between 10,001 and 50,000 

beneficiaries were linked, as per the report. 
  
The report stated that 7.87 crore beneficiary households were registered, constituting 

73% of the targeted households of 10.74 crore (November 2022). Later, the government 

increased the target to 12 crore. 
  
The report noted, “Mobile numbers are significant for searching records related to any 

beneficiary in the database, who may approach the registration desk without the ID. In 

case of loss of e-card, identification of the beneficiary may also become difficult. This 

may result in denial of scheme benefits to eligible beneficiaries as well as denial of pre- 

and post-admission communication causing inconvenience to them.” 
  
Irregularities: CAG reports 7.5 lakh recipients linked to single number 
  
“The NHA [National Health Authority], while agreeing with audit observation, stated 

(August 2022) that with the deployment of BIS 2.0, this issue shall be resolved,” the 

CAG reported. “Further, the BIS 2.0 system has been configured so that more than a 

certain number of families cannot use the same mobile number. This shall arrest the 

prevalence of entering ‘random numbers’ which constitute the overwhelming cases of 

mobile number inconsistency.” 
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According to the report, “Beneficiary Empowerment Guidebook provides that for 

communication with the beneficiary from admission in hospital to post-discharge 

feedback, contact number will be used.” 
  
”Guidelines on disabling a BIS e-card provides that the SHA shall send SMS intimation 

to the contact number provided at the time of card creation informing the beneficiary 

to check their eligibility. Data analysis of the BIS database revealed that there were 

large numbers of beneficiaries registered against the same or invalid mobile number,” 

it states. 
  
The report has also pointed out unrealistic household size for registered beneficiaries 

under PMJAY. “Data analysis revealed that in 43,197 households, the size of the family 

was unrealistic, ranging from 11 to 201 members…” the report noted. “Presence of such 

unrealistic members in a household in the BIS database indicates not only lack of 

essential validation controls in the beneficiary registration process, but also the 

possibility that beneficiaries are taking advantage of the lack of a clear definition of 

family in the guidelines.” 
  
“NHA, while accepting the audit observation, stated (August 2022) that the National 

Anti-Fraud Unit has sent periodic reminders to the States/UTs highlighting 

discrepancies in verified data. However, ‘Public Health’ being a State subject, the final 

decision in this regard vests with the State Governments,” the report stated. “Also, NHA 

is developing a policy to disable ‘Add Member’ functionality in case of any beneficiary 

family with more than 15 members.” 
  
According to the report, many pensioners in Chandigarh, Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, 

Karnataka, Maharashtra and Tamil Nadu were found possessing PMJAY cards and 

availing treatment under the scheme. 
  
In Tamil Nadu, a comparison of the state government’s pensioner database with the 

scheme database showed that “1,07,040 pensioners were included as beneficiaries”, the 

report noted. “The premium paid by SHA to insurance company for these pensioners 

worked out to Rs 22.44 crore.” 
  
“Audit observed that delayed action in weeding out the ineligible beneficiaries resulted 

in ineligible persons availing benefits of the Scheme and excess payment of premium 

to the insurance companies,” the report stated. 
  
“NHA, while accepting the audit observation, replied (August 2022) that it is 

developing an SOP for adherence by the States to ensure that any SECC 2011 

beneficiary family found ineligible as per AB-PMJAY criteria can be removed from 

the list of eligible individuals/families,” it added.

8.        CAG points to fault lines in AB-PMJAY (timesofindia.indiatimes.com) Aug 9, 

2023 
  
NEW DELHI: Treatment of a beneficiary already shown as ‘died’ during earlier 

claim/treatment, admission of the same patient in multiple hospitals during the same

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hospitalisation period and number of patients admitted to a hospital exceeding its 

declared bed strength.  
  
These are some of the irregularities cited by the CAG in its audit of the Ayushman 

Bharat-Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana (AB-PMJAY) that was tabled in the 

parliament on Tuesday.  
  
AB-PMJAY is the flagship health scheme of the central government which provides a 

health cover up to Rs 5 lakh per family per year, for secondary and tertiary care 

hospitalization services. The CAG has conducted an audit covering the period 

September 2018 to March 2021 
  
According to the report, data analysis of mortality cases revealed that 88,760 patients 

died during treatment specified under the scheme. However, a total of 2, 14,923 claims 

shown as paid in the system related to fresh treatment in respect of these patients.  
  
Audit further noted that in 3,903 of above claims amounting to Rs 6.97 crore pertaining 

to 3,446 patients were paid to hospitals.  
  
 “The maximum number of such cases were observed in Chhattisgarh, Haryana, 

Jharkhand, Kerala and Madhya Pradesh and minimum number of cases were observed 

in Andaman and Nicobar Islands, Assam, Chandigarh, Manipur and Sikkim,” the report 

says.  
  
The National Health Authority (NHA), the apex body responsible for implementing 

AB-PMJAY, clarified to the CAG that back-date of admission was allowed in the 

system for various operational reasons but the auditor held the explanation as not 

tenable and recommended that the national and the state health authorities should 

ensure a comprehensive investigation of all cases to obviate the risk of irregular 

payment and malfeasance.  
  
AB-PMJAY provides a cover of Rs 5 lakh per family per year for secondary and tertiary 

care hospitalization across public and private empanelled hospitals in India. Out-patient 

care/treatment is, however, not covered under the scheme.  
  
The CAG audit revealed that the IT system (TMS) did not prevent any patient from 

getting admission in multiple hospitals during the same period of hospitalizations.  
  
NHA, while acknowledging the lapse, stated (July 2020) that primarily these cases arise 

in scenarios where a baby is born in one hospital and shifted to neonatal care in another 

hospital using PMJAY ID of mother. However, according to the report, illustrative data 

analysis revealed that 78,396 claims of 48,387 patients were initiated in TMS where 

date of discharge of these patients for earlier treatment was later than admission date 

for another treatment of the same patient.  
  
Contrary to the claim of NHA, these patients included 23,670 male patients. These 

claims pertained to 2,231 distinct hospitals, the CAG report says.  
  
“Highest number of cases were noted in the States such as Chhattisgarh, Gujarat, 

Kerala, Madhya Pradesh and Punjab and lowest number of cases were noted in Daman 
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and Diu, Goa, Karnataka, Puducherry and Tamil Nadu. Successful payment of such 

claims further indicates lapses on part of SHAs in processing the claims without even 

verifying the requisite checks therein,” the audit points out.  
  
The CAG report on performance of AB-PMJAY also shows that though beneficiaries 

in Bihar and Uttar Pradesh are numerous at 5.56 crore and 6.47 crore, availability of 

empanelled health facilities in these states was very low in comparison at 1.8 and 5 

Empanelled Healthcare Provider (EHCPs) respectively to a lakh of population. Other 

states/UTs with less empanelled hospitals are Assam (3.4), Dadra Nagar Haveli-Daman 

Diu (3.6), Maharashtra (3) and Rajasthan (3.8). The report also points to deficiencies 

such as the absence of adequate validation controls leading to ineligible beneficiaries 

getting enrolled. Many state government pensioners have been added to the beneficiary

9.        CAG report finds ‘faults’ in database of health scheme, world's largest 

(hindustantimes.com) Aug 09, 2023 
  
In six states and Union territories, ineligible households were found registered as 

PMJAY beneficiaries. 
  
The database of India’s public health assurance scheme, the world’s largest, has several 

discrepancies that led to crores of rupees in expenditure on ineligible beneficiaries, 

mainly due to inadequate validation controls, a performance audit by the Comptroller 

and Auditor General has found. 
  
The faults in the database of Ayushman Bharat – Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana 

(AB-PMJAY) include invalid names, unrealistic dates of birth, duplicate health IDs and 

unrealistic family sizes, the government’s auditor said in a report tabled in Parliament 

on Tuesday. 
  
“In the absence of adequate validation controls, errors were noticed in beneficiary 

database… In 36 cases, two registrations were made against 18 Aadhaar numbers and 

in Tamil Nadu, 4,761 registrations were made against seven Aadhaar numbers,” the 

report said. “Registration of multiple beneficiaries against same or invalid mobile 

number ranging from 11 to 7,49,820 beneficiaries were noted in the Beneficiary 

Identification System (BIS).” 
  
For instance, between 2018 to 2021, 16,865 and 335 ineligible beneficiaries, 

respectively, were identified by health authorities in Jammu & Kashmir and Ladakh, 

after cleaning data of the Socio Economic and Caste Census, it said. 
  
In six states and Union territories, ineligible households were found registered as 

PMJAY beneficiaries and had availed the benefits of the health scheme. “The 

expenditure on these ineligible beneficiaries ranged from ₹0.12 lakh in Chandigarh to 

₹22.44 crore in Tamil Nadu,” the auditor said after scrutinising data for the period 

between September 2018 and March 2021.

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The report was tabled on a day when junior health minister SP Singh Baghel in a written 

reply to Rajya Sabha said that the Indian government uses artificial intelligence and 

machine learning technologies to detect suspicious transactions and potential frauds 

under AB-PMJAY. 
  
“These technologies are used for prevention, detection and deterrence of health care 

frauds in the scheme’s implementation and are helpful in ensuring appropriate treatment 

to the eligible beneficiaries,” Baghel replied to a question raised by the BJP’s Neeraj 

Shekhar and the Janata Dal (United)’s Ram Nath Thakur. 
  
The central government’s flagship public insurance scheme was launched on 

September 23, 2018, to achieve universal health coverage, as recommended in the 

National Health Policy of 2017. 
  
The scheme was rolled out in rural and urban areas based on deprivation and 

occupational criteria of the SECC 2011 for at least 107.4 million families, or about 500 

million people, with an aim to “reduce out-of-pocket expenditure of the poor and 

vulnerable population.” 
  
The report pointed out large gaps in hospital empanelment and management, with 

several states showing shortage of infrastructure, equipment, doctors and non-

functional equipment. Some of the Empanelled Health Care Providers (EHCPs) neither 

fulfilled minimum criteria of support system and infrastructure, nor conformed to the 

quality standards and criteria prescribed under the guidelines, the CAG found. 
  
In several states, mandatory compliances criteria for empanelment of hospitals relating 

to infrastructure, fire safety measures, biomedical waste management, pollution control 

and hospital registration certificate were not fully followed, the report said. 
  
In some health care providers, fire safety certificates had expired before empanelment 

under PMJAY, it said. Also, some of the hospitals did not conform to the prescribed 

quality standards and criteria, which were crucial to the safety and well-being of 

beneficiaries and were mandatory minimum conditions for empanelment. 
  
In addition, the availability of hospitals per lakh beneficiaries was low, ranging from 

1.8 in Bihar to 26.6 hospitals in Goa. Among others, Assam had 3.4, Dadra Nagar 

Haveli-Daman Diu 3.6, Maharashtra 3, Rajasthan 3.8 and Uttar Pradesh had 5. 
  
In Jharkhand, two private hospitals were not providing three specialities under the 

scheme, which were otherwise available for the general public. In Assam, 13 hospitals 

were providing 4% to 80% of available facilities to the beneficiaries, the auditor found. 
  
The CAG report mentioned that the implementation of the scheme needs 

improvement in the light of the findings. “It is expected that the compliance to the 

observations and recommendations made in this report will help in improving the 

implementation of the scheme,” it said. https://www.hindustantimes.com/india-

“Against the target of 96.15 per cent in the Budget Estimates, the Operating Ratio of 

Railways was 107.39 per cent in 2021-22. As compared to the Operating Ratio of 97.45 

per cent during 2020-21, there was deterioration in 2021-22…A higher ratio indicates 

poorer ability to generate surplus,” said the report, which examined finance accounts of 

Indian Railways for the year ended 31 March, 2022. 
  
India has 17 Zonal Railways. As per CAG’s audit analysis, the OR of six of these — 

East Coast, North Central, South Central, South Eastern, South East Central and West 

Central Railways — was below 100 per cent, with that of East Coast being the best at 

54.58 per cent. 
  
However, the remaining 11 Zonal Railways — Central, Eastern, East Central, Northern, 

North Eastern, Northeast Frontier, North Western, Southern, South Western, Western

22.       Pension payments for over 2,000 dead people — CAG report flags lapses in 

govt welfare schemes (theprint.in) Aug 09, 2023 
  
In 122-pg report tabled in Rajya Sabha, Comptroller and Auditor General showed 

other gaps in disbursal & recommended 'specific measures for cleaning/weeding 

out ineligible beneficiaries'. 
  
Between 2017 and 2021, as many as 2,103 beneficiaries of the Centre’s social 

assistance schemes were given pensions even after they had died, a report of the 

Comptroller and Auditor General (CAG) of India, tabled in Parliament Tuesday, has 

shown. ThePrint has a copy of the report. 
  
This is one of the many glaring lapses pointed out by CAG in its performance audit of 

the National Social Assistance Programme (NSAP). The scheme is aimed at providing 

basic financial support to old people, widows and disabled people who are below the 

poverty line. 
  
The auditor observed that the death of beneficiaries was “not being reported by Gram 

Panchayats/municipalities in a timely manner”. Of the 2,103 people who were given 

pension even after their death, the maximum number — 453 cases — were from West 

Bengal, followed by 413 in Gujarat and 250 in Tripura. 
  
In a 122-page report, the government auditor recommended “specific measures for 

cleaning/weeding out ineligible beneficiaries, stopping of pension after the death of 

beneficiaries and verification/authentication of beneficiary data may be instituted”. 
  
Under the NSAP, which is implemented by the rural development ministry, monthly 

pension is provided under three sub-schemes, namely the Indira Gandhi National Old 

Age Pension Scheme (IGNOAPS), Indira Gandhi National Widow Pension Scheme 

(IGNWPS), and Indira Gandhi National Disability Pension Scheme (IGNDPS).

According to the CAG report, NSAP schemes reached an average 2.83 crore 

beneficiaries annually between 2017 and 2021. Additionally, 1.82 crore beneficiaries 

were covered by similar state and UT schemes. While the Centre allocated Rs 34,432 

crore for NSAP during this period, states and UTs too allocated an additional 1,09,573 

crore for similar schemes. 
  
The national auditor also pointed at issues of states and UTs not transferring funds for 

the schemes to implementing departments on time, despite receiving it from the Centre. 
  
Disbursal to ‘ineligible’ beneficiaries 
Under IGNOAPS, a monthly old age pension for those above the age of 60 years, an 

amount of Rs 200 per month is given to those between the age of 60-79 years and Rs 

500 for those aged 80 years and above. 
  
“In 14 states/UTs, IGNOAPS pension of Rs 30.47 crore was paid to 57,394 ineligible 

persons who were less than 60 years of age,” the report said. The maximum number of 

such cases — 29,856 — were reported from Chandigarh, followed by 16,724 from 

Andhra Pradesh. 
  
In some states and Union Territories, such as Bihar, Telangana, Ladakh and Jharkhand, 

women who were not widows or even male family members were paid widow pensions, 

according to the CAG report. According to the criteria under IGNWPS, widow 

beneficiaries of the scheme should be above 40 years of age. 
  
“In 17 States/UTs, IGNWPS pension of Rs 26.45 crore was paid to 38,540 ineligible 

persons who were less than 40 years of age,” the report stated. 
  
Similarly, in 12 states and UTs, disability pension of 4.36 crore under the IGNDPS 

scheme was paid to 5,380 ineligible people, who were less than 18 years of age, said 

the report, adding that according to the age criteria under IGNDPS the beneficiary 

should be above 18 years of age. 
  
“In 16 States/UTs, IGNDPS pension of Rs 15.11 crore was paid to 21,322 persons 

whose disability was either below 80 per cent or could not be ascertained,” the report 

said. 
  
Funds diverted or lying unused for years 
Pointing at the lack of financial monitoring on the part of states and UTs, the auditor 

said, “Rs 18.78 crore were lying idle in eight states for a period ranging from one to 

five years. Idling of funds at State/District level indicates that the reporting of financial 

positions by Districts is not being ensured. The reasons for idling of funds were such as 

release of funds at the fag end of the financial year, non-revalidation of funds from 

administrative department, duplication and non-permissible age limit of the 

beneficiaries.” 
  
The report also pointed at delay in timely disbursement of pension to beneficiaries. 
  
“System-based checks may be instituted to avoid overpayment, short payment, multiple 

payment and delays in payment of pension. Pension may be paid on a monthly basis 

through a bank/post office account integrated with Aadhaar/biometric authentication. 
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A mechanism for reviewing cases of irregular pension payments and fixing of 

responsibility on such cases may be instituted,” the CAG recommended. 
  
The report further said that the monitoring and evaluation was not done as envisaged at 

state and Union Territory level owing to the non-existence of state-level committees in 

30 states and UTs. The report stated that under NSAP guidelines, states were to 

constitute state-level committees for the implementation and monitoring of the various 

schemes. 
  
“Monitoring by various committees, National Level Monitors, periodical evaluation 

studies and action on the findings thereof may be ensured. Robust social audit and 

grievance redressal mechanisms may be established for ensuring transparency and 

accountability,” recommended the CAG in its report.

23.        ₹2 crore-worth of pension to ‘dead’ recipients: CAG flags lapse in govt 

scheme (hindustantimes.com) Aug 09, 2023 
  
Apart from the payment of pensions to 'dead' beneficiaries, CAG found several 

anomalies in the execution of the centrally-sponsored scheme 
  
The Comptroller and Auditor General (CAG) has tracked down a range of anomalies 

in the execution of the National Social Assistance Programme (NSAP) – a centrally-

sponsored scheme to provide social pensions to elderly, widows and persons with 

disabilities belonging to the below poverty line (BPL) category. According to a report, 

governments in 26 states have paid out pensions to about 2,103 beneficiaries amounting 

to ₹2 crore even after their death. The study was conducted for the period from 2017 to 

2021. 
  
According to the NSAP guidelines, the payment of pension stops after the beneficiaries' 

death, migration or if they cross the BPL benchmark. However, the report found that 

the local bodies in various states have failed to report deaths in a timely manner which 

led to the over-payment of pensions to people who don't exist anymore. 
  
Among the 26 states, the highest amount of excess payment to beneficiaries even after 

death was made in West Bengal followed by Gujarat and Tripura to 453 accounts worth 

₹83.27 lakh, 413 worth ₹11.83 lakh and 250 worth ₹1.83 lakh, respectively. Manipur, 

Mizoram and Puducherry paid the least amount of excess pensions to ‘dead’ 

beneficiaries. 
  
The CAG study also found that around 13 states paid the pensions to over 2.4 lakh 

beneficiaries at a lower rate as opposed to the NSAP guidelines, resulting in the short 

payment of ₹42.85 crore. 
  
Meanwhile, four states – Tripura, Manipur, Mizoram and Jammu and Kashmir – paid 

the pension to beneficiaries above the marked limit.

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For reference, the NSAP guidelines mention that beneficiaries below 80 years of age, 

under several sub-schemes – IGNOAPS, IGNWPS and IGNDPS – are to be paid ₹200 

and ₹300 monthly. Beneficiaries about 80 years of age will get ₹500 monthly. 
  
About ₹2.83 crore-worth of fund allocated for information, education and 

communication (IEC) activities under the scheme was diverted for campaigning of 

other schemes. Similarly, funds to the tune of ₹57.45 crore in six states and Union 

territories were diverted in for other schemes. 
  
The absence of proactive identification and non-maintenance of database of eligible 

beneficiaries, non-constitution of special verification teams, non-conduct of annual 

verification indicated ineffective checks at the ground level for weeding out ineligible 

beneficiaries, absence of prescribed procedure for proactive identification of 

beneficiaries along with lack of IEC activities among other reasons were found to be 

the cause of such anomalies, according to CAG.

24.       In 26 States and UTs, Rs 2 Cr Pension Paid for 2,103 'Dead' NSAP 

Beneficiaries: CAG Report of MoRD (news18.com) AUGUST 09, 2023 
  
The Comptroller and Auditor General of India (CAG) on Tuesday presented its 

performance audit report on the National Social Assistance Programme (NSAP) being 

implemented under the union ministry of rural development (MoRD) in Parliament 
  
Lack of verified data resulting in “ineligible beneficiaries being benefitted”; 

“ineffective” monitoring, social audit and on-ground checks; funds for creating 

awareness “diverted to other schemes”; idling of funds; delay in submission of 

proposals for funds by states; and most states not maintaining ‘BPL lists’—are among 

the major lapses flagged by the Comptroller and Auditor General of India (CAG) in its 

performance audit report on the National Social Assistance Programme (NSAP) being 

implemented under the union ministry of rural development (MoRD) that was presented 

in the Parliament on Tuesday. The report, interestingly, points out that in 26 states and 

union territories, payment of pension of Rs 2 crore was made for 2,103 NSAP 

beneficiaries even after their death. 
  
The audit report covers the implementation of the programme during the period ranging 

from 2017-18 to 2020-21. The central expenditure for NSAP was Rs 34,432 crore 

during 2017-21 whereas total expenditure by states on the centrally-sponsored scheme 

was Rs 1,09,573 crore in the same period, the report stated. 
  
LACK OF VERIFIED DATA BLAMED 
The CAG report highlights that due to the non-verification of existing beneficiaries as 

well as due to lack of data cleaning, verification, and authentication, cases of ineligible 

beneficiaries drawing benefits were noticed in many states. 
  
“Further, in many states pension was not being paid on monthly basis. The Scheme is 

not fully direct benefit transfer (DBT) compliant as pension is being paid in cash in 

some states. There were cases of over-payment, short-payment and multiple pension 

payments noticed in many states and union territories,” it said.

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The Centre allocates NSAP funds as per the cap fixed by the ministry of rural 

development (MoRD), asking states to cover additional beneficiaries from their own 

resources. The scheme aims for universal coverage through proactive identification. 

However, it is being implemented in a demand-driven mode, as the benefits were 

provided to only those beneficiaries who applied for it. 
  
The audit also found that the monitoring, social audit, and grievance redressal 

mechanisms were not effective in terms of “deficiencies being noticed during the 

implementation of the scheme”. 
  
“NSAP was either not fully implemented or being partially implemented in some of the 

states/UTs. In particular, National Family Benefit Scheme (NFBS) was not being 

implemented in many states. NSAP was to be implemented in all urban and rural areas 

throughout the country, but it was either not being implemented or partially 

implemented by some of the states, leading to deprival its benefits to the eligible 

beneficiaries in those areas,” the report stated. 
  
In the case of NFBS, only eight states were able to achieve the cap fixed by MoRD 

while 20 states/UTs could not cover beneficiaries as per the cap fixed, as per CAG. 
  
It also noted that “non-constitution” of special verification teams and “non-conduct” of 

annual verification indicated “ineffective checks” at the ground level for weeding out 

ineligible beneficiaries. 
  
LACK OF FINANCIAL MONITORING 
The audit findings highlight that funds meant for creating awareness and dissemination 

of information about the scheme were “diverted” to other programmes. “Funds of Rs 

2.83 crore earmarked for IEC activities under NSAP were diverted for campaigning of 

other schemes. Further, total funds of Rs 57.45 crore were diverted in six states/UTs 

for other schemes/purposes,” CAG said. 
  
Besides, funds amounting to Rs 18.78 crore were lying “idle” for a period ranging from 

one to five years in eight states. “Idling of funds at state/district level shows lack of 

financial monitoring on part of the states, which manifested in irregular payment of 

pension to the beneficiaries,” the audit data showed. 
  
Further, the report said that funds amounting to Rs 5.98 crore were incurred on 

inadmissible items in 10 states, which indicated “lack of financial discipline” and 

violation of NSAP guidelines. 
  
The audit also found “delays” in submission of proposals by states for second 

instalment impacted the release of funds by the ministry, which in turn affected the 

frequency of distribution of pension. “There were delays in release of funds by states 

to implementing departments even though the funds were to be released to 

implementing departments within three days,” it said. 
  
POOR PROGRAMME IMPLEMENTATION 
The report highlights “delays in identification of potential beneficiaries” under the 

scheme and sanction of pension to eligible beneficiaries. 
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“Non-disbursement of pension from pension effective date resulted in short payment of 

Rs 61.71 crore to 92,602 beneficiaries in 11 states. Only 11 states disbursed monthly 

pensions as per guidelines. Four states were making quarterly pension payment whereas 

two states were making annual pension payment. 17 states/UTs did not ensure periodic 

pension payment and paid pension on ad-hoc basis,” it said. 
  
As per the audit findings, in 14 states, the Indira Gandhi National Old Age Pension 

Scheme (IGNOAPS) pension of Rs 30.47 crore was paid to 57,394 ineligible persons 

who were less than 60 years of age. 
  
In 12 states, the Indira Gandhi National Disability Pension Scheme (IGNDPS) pension 

of Rs 4.36 crore was paid to 5,380 ineligible persons who were less than 18 years of 

age. In 16 States/UTs, IGNDPS pension of Rs 15.11 crore was paid to 21,322 persons 

whose disability was either below 80% or could not be ascertained. 
  
“In 26 States/UTs, payment of pension of Rs 2 crore was made in cases of 2,103 

beneficiaries even after the death of said NSAP beneficiaries,” the report stated. 
  
LOOPHOLES IN MONITORING AND EVALUATION 
The audit found that the National Social Assistance Advisory Committee (NSAAC), 

which assists the ministry in monitoring and evaluation of the scheme, “held only three 

meetings during 2017-21.” 
  
“Due to non-existence of state level committee in 30 states, the monitoring and 

evaluation was not done as envisaged at state level. Further, no periodic review of 

implementation of NSAP was conducted by state nodal departments in 18 states. Social 

audit was not conducted in 25 states, no remedial action was taken on findings of social 

audit where it was conducted,” the report said. 
  
According to the report, NSAP reached out to 2.83 crore beneficiaries annually, on 

average, during 2017-21. In addition, 1.82 crore beneficiaries were covered by states 

on average, during this period. 
  
While the scheme aims to reach out to the most vulnerable sections to provide the most 

basic need of livelihood, the ministry releases funds sub-scheme-wise to all states/UTs 

based on annual allocations. The eligible beneficiaries were to be covered from the 

available below-poverty line (BPL) list. 
  
However, the audit found that implementing departments in 24 states/UTs “did not 

maintain even the BPL lists”, which was a necessary condition for determining the 

eligibility of a beneficiary under the scheme. 
  
The CAG in the report has recommended specific measures for weeding out ineligible 

beneficiaries, stopping of pension after the death of beneficiaries and authentication of 

beneficiary data may be instituted. System-based checks may be brought out to avoid 

delays in payment of pensions and robust social audit and grievance redressal 

mechanisms may be established for ensuring transparency and accountability, it

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25.        Rupees 2 crore to over 2000 dead beneficiaries; CAG flags anomalies in 

pension schemes (news9live.com) 09 Aug, 2023 
  
The National Social Assistance Programme (NSAP), a centrally sponsored programme 

that provides social pensions to elderly, widowed and disabled people who fall under 

the Below Poverty Line (BPL) category, has been plagued by a number of anomalies, 

according to the Comptroller and Auditor General (CAG). 
  
The report claims that even after their deaths, administrations in 26 states continued to 

pay out pensions to roughly 2,103 pensioners totalling rupees 2 crore. The research was 

carried out between 2017 and 2021. 
  
The payment of the pension halts in accordance with NSAP criteria upon the death, 

migration, or BPL bar crossing of the beneficiaries. However, the report found that local 

authorities in many jurisdictions had neglected to immediately record deaths, which had 

resulted in the overpayment of pensions to individuals who were no longer alive. 
  
The report stated that West Bengal, Gujarat, and Tripura are the three states with the 

largest amount of extra payments given to beneficiaries even after death, with 453 

accounts totalling a combined total of 83.27 lakh, 11.83 lakh, and 1.83 lakh rupees in 

each case. The states with the lowest excess pension payments to “dead” recipients were 

Manipur, Mizoram, and Puducherry. 
  
According to the report, over the specified age limit, the pension was given to 

beneficiaries in four states: Tripura, Manipur, Mizoram, and Jammu & Kashmir. 
  
Referring to the NSAP recommendations, beneficiaries under the age of 80 for a 

number of sub-schemes, including IGNOAPS, IGNWPS, and IGNDPS, are to receive 

payments of rupees 200 and rupees 300 each month. Beneficiaries in their 80s will get 

500 each month. 
  
The scheme’s information, education, and communication (IEC) funds of about 2.83 

crore were improperly used to promote other programmes. Similar to this, cash totalling 

57.45 crore was taken from six states and union territories and used for other 

programmes. 
  
According to CAG, the causes of these anomalies included the lack of proactive 

identification of beneficiaries, the failure to maintain a database of eligible 

beneficiaries, the failure to form special verification teams, the failure to conduct annual 

verifications, the absence of prescribed procedures for proactive identification of 

beneficiaries, the absence of IEC activities, among other factors.

को पार करने पर पेंशन का भुगतान बंि हो जाता है। हालााँदक, ररपोर्ट में पाया गया दक 
दवदभन्न राज्यो ंमें स्थानीय दनकाय समय पर म तो ंकी ररपोर्ट करने में नाकाम रहे हैं, 

दजसके कारण उन लोगो ंको पेंशन का अदधक भुगतान करना पडा जो अब म जूि नही ं
हैं। 
  

26 राज्यो ंमें, मृतु्य के बाि भी लाभादथटयो ंको सबसे अदधक अदतररक्त भुगतान पदिम 
बंगाल में दकया गया, इसके बाि गुजरात और दत्रपुरा में क्रमशः  ₹83.27 लाख के 453 
खातो,ं ₹11.83 लाख के 413 खातो ंऔर ₹1.83 लाख के 250 खातो ंमें भुगतान दकया 
गया। मदणपुर, दमजोरम और पुडुचेरी ने 'मृत' लाभादथटयो ंको सबसे कम अदतररक्त पेंशन 
का भुगतान दकया। 
  

सीएजी जांच में यह भी पाया गया दक लगभग 13 राज्यो ंने एनएसएपी दिशादनिेशो ंके 
दवपरीत 2.4 लाख से अदधक लाभादथटयो ंको कम िर पर पेंशन का भुगतान दकया, दजसके 
पररणामस्वरूप ₹42.85 करोड का कम भुगतान हुआ।

आयुष्मान भारत यानी प्रधानमंत्री जन आरोग्य योजना (PMJAY) में एक बडी दवसंगदत 
का पिाटफाश कैग ने दकया है। सीएजी ने खुलासा दकया है दक लगभग 7.5 लाख लाभाथी 
एक ही मोबाइल नंबर - 9999999999 से जुडे हुए थे। यानी इस मोबाइल नंबर को आधार 
बनाकर साढे़ सात लाख लाभादथटयो ंका रदजस्ट्र ेशन दकया गया। 
  

सोमवार को लोकसभा में पेश अपनी ऑदडर् ररपोर्ट में सीएजी ने कहा दक कुल दमलाकर, 

योजना के लाभाथी पहचान प्रणाली (बीआईएस) में 7,49,820 लाभाथी एक ही मोबाइल 
नंबर से जुडे हुए थे। 
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ररपोर्ट में कहा गया है- “बीआईएस डेर्ाबेस के डेर्ा दवशे्लर्ण से पता चला दक बडी

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45.           Arbitration in India could become a story of efficiency (livemint.com) 

August 8, 2023 
  
The Indian government’s efforts to strengthen the arbitration process in India through 

the establishment of an expert committee led by T.K. Vishwanathan underscores the 

need to lend the system efficacy and efficiency. Improving the arbitration process here 

would enhance India’s global stature as a jurisdiction where justice is not denied 

because it is unreasonably delayed. Right now, glaring deficiencies exist that require 

amendments which envisage arbitration as a process that’s parallel to an over-burdened 

court system, instead of as a process supported by courts. 
  
Timely dispute resolution would encourage private enterprise and investment. But this 

cannot be achieved simply by imposing statutory timelines, even if backed by penal 

consequences. It requires delineating the threshold and limitations of the role of courts 

both statutorily and structurally. For instance, lack of statutory clarity on jurisdiction 

has resulted in misuse of the system, especially (and surprisingly) where the

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government is involved as a party. Impeding and unnecessarily delaying the execution 

of arbitral awards has led to rampant forum-shopping within India. The tactics that 

Delhi Metro Rail Corporation (DMRC), a government entity, has employed to delay 

the execution of an arbitral award that favoured Delhi Airport Metro Express Pvt Ltd is 

a case in point. The unconscionability of this delay is best understood if one looks at 

the timeline. Arbitration was invoked in October 2013. It is August 2023 now and the 

award that was given in May 2017 is yet to be fully executed. Such tactics adversely 

affect the credibility of the arbitration process and also deter investors from India. 
    
Courts appear to have contributed to the mess by engaging in exotic legal questions 

even while dealing with a final arbitral award rendered by technically qualified 

arbitrators. For example, the Delhi high court in Trichy Thanjavur Expressway vs 

National Highways Authority of India engaged in the legal question of whether the 

setting-aside of a part of an arbitral award would be construed as modification. These 

issues are best resolved using statutory amendments or by crafting appropriate 

regulations, or even by providing principle guidance for courts. When courts engage in 

such questions, it delays execution, often with an accumulation of interest. In the 

DMRC case, the post-award interest component alone, on account of the delay in 

executing the award, exceeds over ₹2,700 crore. When a government party acts in ways 

that delay the execution of an award, it is a burden on public finances, which the 

Vishwanathan committee should work to minimize. 
  
The expert panel should ensure that proposed solutions do not exacerbate existing 

problems instead of resolving them. The presumably well-intended proposal of Niti 

Aayog to address delayed enforcement in the light of the government’s ‘Vivad Se 

Vishwas’ circular, wherein government entities are required to pay 75% of an arbitral 

award favouring the contractor (to cover delays) by using a bank guarantee, is a classic 

example of that. The proposal provides a perverse incentive to continue delays. The 

making of a three-fourths payment effectively signals to courts that they can engage 

without concern for timely resolution, even though that is a key objective. In case the 

court sets aside the award, the opposing parties may get embroiled in a fresh dispute 

under the Niti Aayog scheme, with one party seeking a refund even while the payee 

explores ways to secure the remaining 25% through further appeals. 
  
The Vishwanathan committee should be cognizant of the fact that the process of 

arbitration is meant to be less dramatic than a court process. Minimal court intervention 

would ensue when there is clarity on jurisdiction, with a statutory responsibility 

assigned to courts to facilitate quick execution of arbitral awards. The panel should aim 

to place a higher legal burden to prevent successive appeals, create a clear standard of 

review to discharge burdens, and institute a robust misuse doctrine, with structural 

mechanisms to deter government parties that seemingly pay no attention to the financial 

implications of their actions. 
  
The DMRC case should serve as a lesson to ensure that structural mechanisms (not 

necessarily statutory) are instituted to deal specifically with interest provisions. For 

instance, the Supreme Court in the case of UHL Power Company Ltd vs State of 

Himachal Pradesh granted arbitrators the power to grant compound interest, including 

post-award interest. In line with international conventions in other areas of law and 

treatises, offering model guidance on interest provisions could provide parties with the 
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flexibility to stipulate interest in their contracts while maintaining a standard 

framework. 
  
Establishing a competitive and sophisticated system of arbitration will attract foreign 

as well as domestic private investments, resulting in the induction of technologies that 

improve efficiency, which in turn can make the overall system robust. 
  
Today, Indian companies prefer arbitration in foreign jurisdictions such as the UK or 

Singapore. Imagine arbitration in India becoming so well institutionalized that foreign 

companies find this a cost-effective and technically advanced jurisdiction for the 

resolution of disputes. This is an ambition that the Vishwanathan committee should

Bank accounts of around 1.13 crore workers under the rural job scheme MGNREGA 

are yet to be seeded with their Aadhaar numbers, Rural Development Minister Giriraj 

Singh informed Lok Sabha on Tuesday. 
  
In a written reply to a question in Lok Sabha, the minister said wage payment to 

beneficiaries under the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act 

(MGNREGA) may be made either using Aadhaar-based payment bridge systems or 

national automated clearing house depending upon the status of a beneficiary in the 

Aadhaar-based systems. 
  
He said that bank accounts of 1,13,86,599 workers, or 8.93 per cent of the total active 

workers, are yet to be seeded with their Aadhaar numbers. 
  
The minister said northeastern states are lagging behind in the process, with accounts 

of more than 42 per cent workers in Assam, around 23 per cent in Arunachal Pradesh, 

over 70 per cent in Meghalaya, and 37 per cent in Nagaland not being seeded with 

Aadhaar numbers. 
  
To a question on "whether it is also a fact that any duplications or misuse of job cards 

have not been detected after Aadhaar seeding of more than 90 per cent of the active 

workers", the minister said almost 33.23 lakh job cards have been deleted due to 

different reasons such as being fake or incorrect job card, duplicate job card, individual 

not willing to work, family shifted from gram panchayat permanently and the card

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As data cements its position at the heart of AI innovations that can solve and address 

significant global challenges, designing effective mechanisms to enable data 

governance has become one of the top priorities for countries around the world. 

Policymakers across the globe, including in India, are designing legal and regulatory 

frameworks that clearly lay down the rights of data principals and obligations for data 

fiduciaries. Just yesterday, the Indian ministry of electronics and information 

technology passed the Digital Personal Data Protection Bill, 2023 (DPDP) in the Lok 

Sabha after months of deliberations and discussions. The Bill aims to enforce and 

promote lawful usage of digital personal data and stipulates how organisations and 

individuals should navigate privacy rights and handle personal data. 
  
While such normative frameworks are critical to secure regulatory certainty for 

enterprises, these frameworks require innovative technical measures to support their 

operationalisation. In the past couple of years, India has made significant strides in 

adopting a techno-legal approach to data governance. Through this approach, India is 

building technical infrastructure for authorising access to datasets that embeds privacy 

and security principles in its design. This article will expand on India’s unique techno-

legal approach to data governance across the life cycle of a machine learning systems 

and how that complements India’s ambitions of supporting its growing AI start-up 

ecosystem while providing privacy guarantees. 
  
As part of India Stack, the Data Empowerment and Protection Architecture (DEPA) 

(bit.ly/3s4TMWs) launch in 2017 was India’s paradigm-defining moment for the 

inference cycle of the machine learning life cycle. It proposed the setting up of Consent 

Managers (CMs), also known as Account Aggregators in the financial sector. This 

approach, also mentioned in the current iteration of the DPDP (Chapter 2, [Sections 7-

9]), ensures individuals can exercise control over their data and can provide revocable, 

granular, auditable, and secure consent for every piece of data using standard 

Application Programming Interface (APIs). The secured consent artefact records an 

individual’s consent for the stated purpose. It allows users to transfer their data from 

those data businesses that hold it to those that have to use it to provide individuals 

certain services while ensuring purpose limitation. For instance, individuals can share 

their financial data residing within their banks with potential loan service providers to 

get the best loan package. 
  
DEPA is India’s attempt at securing a consent-based data-sharing framework. It has 

facilitated the financial inclusion of millions of its citizens. Eight (bit.ly/3KBm555) of 

India’s largest banks were early adopters of the framework starting in 2021. Currently, 

415 entities, including CMs, Financial Information Providers, and Users, participate 

across various DEPA implementation stages. 
  
However, the training cycle of an AI model demands substantially more data to make 

accurate predictions in the inference cycle. As such, there is a need for more of such 

robust technical solutions that disrupt data silos and connect data providers with model 

developers while providing privacy and security guarantees to individuals, who are the 

real owners of their own data. With DEPA 2.0, India is already experimenting with a 

solution inspired by confidential computing called the Confidential Computing Rooms, 

or CCRs (bit.ly/3rYgOhz). CCRs are hardware-protected secure computing 

environments where sensitive data can be accessed in an algorithmically controlled 

manner for model training. These algorithms create an environment for data to be used 
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while ensuring compliance with privacy and security guarantees for citizens are upheld, 

and data does not exchange hands. Techniques like differential privacy introduce 

controlled noise or randomness into the training process to protect individuals’ privacy 

by making it harder to identify them or extract sensitive information. 
  
To make CCR work, model certifications and e-contracts are essential elements. The 

model sent to CCR for training has to be certified to ensure it upholds privacy and 

security guidelines, and the e-contracts are required to facilitate authorized and 

auditable access to datasets. For example, loan providers can authorise access to a 

representative sample of the datasets residing with them to model developers via CCR 

for model training. This arrangement will be facilitated via e-contracts once the CCR 

verifies the validity of the model certification provided by the modeler. 
  
India’s significant progress with technical measures that are aligned with domestic legal 

frameworks provides it with a head start in the AI innovation landscape. Countries all 

across the globe are struggling to find solutions to facilitate personal data sharing for 

model development that prioritises security and privacy. Multiple lawsuits have 

recently been filed against OpenAI across numerous jurisdictions for unlawfully using 

personal data to train their models. India’s unique approach to data governance, where 

both technical and legal frameworks fit like a puzzle and balance the thin line of 

promoting AI innovation while providing privacy guarantees, is well-positioned to 

guide global approaches to data governance. 
  
In a quiet and disciplined fashion, over the last six years, India has put the critical 

techno-legal pieces in place for becoming a significant AI player in the world alongside 

US and China. Like them, we have continental-scale data and the talent to shape our 

future. With the passage of the DPDP Bill, we are now one step closer to having modern 

regulatory tools for effective regulation of AI and regulation for AI.
